Adem’in bir
lanet kaynagi oldugunu soyleyebiliriz.

Dunya o kadar kotu bir hale dustu ki Tanri tufan gonderdi ve dunyayi yok
etti (Yar. 6).

Nuh bir anlamda ikinci Adem oldu. Dunyanin halklari Nuh’dan tiremeye
bagladi. Adem gibi Nuh da bereketlendi (Yar. 9:1). Ama Nuh da dunyaya
bereket kaynagi olmadi. Babil Kulesi’nde Tanri buatun insanlarin dilini
kanistirdi (Yar. 11:1-9). Nuh ve soyundan bize daha fazla kotuluk geldi:
ayrilik, yalnizlik, irkgilik, cekisme, savas... Nuh’'un da bir lanet kaynagi
oldugunu soyleyebiliriz.

(Okuyucunun morali
bozulur.) Tanri insanlari bereketliyor ama birbirine bir bereket olmuyor.

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The Law, Psalms and New Testament’s Harmony and
Communication of the Same Story
(King Principle)

Adam was blessed (Gen. 1:26-28). But Adam did not become a source of
blessing to the world (Gen. 3:6-11). Just the opposite, from Adam evil came
to us: fighting, bitterness, hate, lies, disagreement, unwillingness to agree,
lust... We could say that Adam became a source of curse.

The world became so terrible that God sent a flood and destroyed the world
(Gen. 6).

In one sense, Noah became the second Adam. All the world’s people started
to multiply from Noah. Like Adam, Noah was blessed (Gen. 9:1). But Noah,

too, did not become a source of blessing to the world. At the Tower of Babel,
God mixed up the language of all the people (Gen. 11:1-9). From Noah and

his family even more evil came to us: separation, loneliness, racism, fighting,
war... We could say that Noah, too, became a source of curse.

A person who is carefully reading the Bible would get depressed. (The
reader’s moral would be broken.) God blesses people but they do not
become a blessing to one another. Are we without hope? Is there no

solution to our bad situation?
-- alternative: A person who is carefully reading the Bible could/might find it
depressing. (The reader could be overwhelmed by hopelessness.)...

Well, for this reason Genesis 12 is a watershed and brings news that makes
people rejoice. God chooses Abraham. God speaks to him and
unconditionally promises that he will be a source of blessing to the world.
Those who trust God’s Word begin following Abraham’s family for God’s
blessing.

Gen. 18:18, 22:18, Isaac (26:3-4), Jacob (28:13-14) Judah (49:1,8,10). The
promise is passed on in turn to these. (Ps. 72:17)

With this knowledge and understanding now let’'s move on to the New
Testament. On the first page of the New Testament we run into a family
tree—Jesus Christ’s family tree (Matt. 1:1-2). What does it communicate?
What God promised to Abraham has finally been fulfilled through the coming
of Jesus Christ! The promised fountain of blessing is Jesus Christ! John
1:10-13, 5:38-40, 7:37-38, 10:10, 11:25-26, 14:6.
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
