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MATTA 5:17-18 ve LUKA 24:25-27,44-47
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The Law, Psalms and New Testament’s Harmony and
Communication of the Same Story
(Blood Principle)

In the verses of Matthew 5:17-18 and Luke 24:25-27, 44-47, Jesus Christ
teaches that the Law, the Psalms, the other Prophets, and the New
Testament are in fact one Book. And he says that this Book is about himself.
By investigating the Law, Psalms and the other prophets’ writings, let’s follow
what Jesus Christ wanted to say.

Genesis 1-4 e The payment of sin is death.

e Adam and Eve rebelled and spiritually died. They
were ashamed (because they became unclean) and
they were afraid (because they became guilty).

e God killed an animal. The animal covered the
sinner’s sin. God taught the principle, “Without the
shedding of blood there is no forgiveness.”

e God held people responsible to make a sacrifice by
faith for forgiveness.

Genesis 8, 22 e Abraham passed the test, but God wanted to
reinforce a lesson. A ram was put in Isaac’s place
and sacrificed. In this way, Isaac’s sins were
forgiven and he was saved from spiritual death.

Leviticus 1:1-4 e “He is to lay his hand on the head of the burnt
offering, and it will be accepted on his behalf to make
atonement for him.”

Psalm 130 e “If you, O LORD, kept a record of sins,O Lord, who
could stand? ... He himself will redeem Israel from all
their sins.”

Isaiah 53:1-8 e “But he was pierced for our transgressions, ... the

punishment that brought us peace was upon him.”

John 1:29 e “Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of
the world!”
Matthew 20:28 e “The Son of Man did not come to be served, but to

serve, and to give his life as a ransom for many.”
